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Liquor store plan gives
committee a headache

A PROPOSAL to open another
bottle shop at Long Jetty has
outraged members of The En-
trance Peninsula Community Pre-
cinet,

Woolworths has submitted a
development application for a new
liquor outlet at 447-449 The En-
trance Rd.

The plan is to demalish a service
station and build a BWS outlet.

That, according to precinet com.
mittee secretary Doug Darlington,
was the last thing Long Jetty
needed.

“There is a proven link between
an increase in the number of
liguor outlets and an increase in
domestic violence in the com-
munity,” Mr Darlington said.

He said last year the Tuggerah
Lakes police crime prevention
officer told a precinct committee
meeting the area was number two
in NSW when it came to domestic
violence.

Mr Darlington said when the
precinct committee was notified
by Wyong Council of the bottle
shop proposal, executive members
undertook research and dis-
covered university studies con-
firming the number of liquer
outlets was associated with an

The precinct committee has
written to Woolworths, Wyong
Council, The Entrance State Lib-
eral MP Chris Spence, Central
Coast Minister Chris Hartcher
and the minister responsible for
liquor licences, George Souris,
outlining their objections.

increase in alcoholrelated viol
ence and assault in the surround-
ing area.

Increased violence occurred in
private homes rather than at li-
censed premises.

“We believe that domestic viol-
ence and anti-social behaviour
would be exacerbated in our pre-
cinct in which there are already
five liquor retail outlets,” Mr
Darlington said.
