On 20 July, 2010, the Tuggerah Lakes Local Area @and's ( LAC ) Crime Prevention

Officer, Senior Constable Murray Alcock informedélEntrance Peninsula community, at our
general meeting, that Tuggerah Lakes LAC was nuniverin the State when it came to
domestic violence.

Therefore, TEPCPC strongly objects to the above. DAr research has shown that a liquor
retail outlet can be detrimental to the health saféty of the community. We believe that
domestic violence and anti-social behaviour wowdekacerbated in our Precinct, in which
there are already five (5) liquor retail outleta addition, there are two (2) outlets at Bay
Village, Bateau Bay and one (1) outlet in Killarnégle, all being within one kilometre of The
Entrance Precinct.

We include the following in support of our objectio

1. Research from the National Drug Research Insti{N@RI) at Curtin University in
Perth (2007), that examines the effect of liquoerice approvals on alcohol related
problems confirms that an increase in the numbéigabr outlets (hotels and/or bottle
shops) is associated with an increase in alcohale@ violence and assault in the
surrounding area. An unexpected finding, howeigethat, regardless of the type of
new liquor outlet, most of this increased violeoceurs in private homes rather than at
licensed premises.

2. NDRI researchers have created a model that cancptee likely effect of granting a
new liquor licence anywhere in Australia on alcetedated assaults, hospitalisations,
deaths and road crashes. In the report (2007) Dkri@hs states,"The model
developed in this study allows us, for the first time, to predict the social impacts of any
new liquor outlet anywherein Australia. Liquor licensing authorities should be obliged
to consider these impacts when deciding whether to grant a new licence.”

3. Chief Investigator Dr Tanya Chikritzhs (pronounc8ik-rit-sees) said the research
demonstrated that the decisions of liquor licensinthorities had a significant impact
on the health and safety of communities.



RECOMMENDATIONS
Therefore, as there is a proven link between arease in the number of liquor outlets and an
increase in the alcohol-related violence and assaulthe surrounding area , TEPCPC
recommends that WSC:

1. Reject DA 11/2011: 447-449 The Entrance Road, Liwity - Liquor retail outlet, and

2. Commission NDRA to undertake a study of social iotpgrior to granting approval
for any new liquor retail outlets in the Shire.
